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Contrast Study of Therapy of C iwujia and Dailixin to Treat Depression from Slight Degree to Interm ediate
Degree

ABSTRACT: OBJECTIVE This paper aims to study the result and safety of using ciwujia to treat depression from slight degree to
inttrmediate degree, with the contrast of using dailixiu. METHODS -~ 30 subjects in the treting group were given 250 mL intravenous
injections of ciwujia, once a day, 14 days a period of teratment. The result was then observed after two courses of treatment with an in-
terval of 7 days. 30 subjects in contrast group were gwien dailixin, one tablet in the moming and another.in the evening for 5 weeks.
The safety of the treatexent was evaluated respectively by HAMA, Tess, HAMD and P,,, after one week, two weeks, four weeks and
five weeks. RESULTS By contrast study, we found that the total rate of efficiency reached 77% and 80% respectively in treating
group and contrast group without much differences in curative effect befween the two. However, there were no obvious bad reactions oc-
curring in treating group while there was 15% of incidence of bad reactions such as dry in the mouth, excessive calm, constipation and
headache in contrast group. CONCLUSION It came to a conclusion that ciwujia is a reliable and safe therapy to treat depression
from slight degree to inttmediate degree.
